After nearly 18 months of fundraising, we are delighted to announce that the Village Hall Management Committee has secured a £10,000 grant from the Big Lottery – Awards for All.  A Grant from Two Ridings Community Fund for £5,000 We also received a grant of £5,000 from North Yorkshire County Council & Hambleton Area Committee.  With other funding from the Jack Brunton Charitable Fund, Morton on Swale Parish Council, the Yorkshire and Clydesdale Bank, and our Fundraising money, we are now in a position to start Phase 1 of the “Village Hall Refurbishment Project”

Improvements consist of a new roof, repairs to windows, a new heating system and removing a suspended ceiling in the main hall.  Work on the hall will begin on Monday 3rd October and the hall will be closed for one month.  We apologise to users of the hall for the inconvenience, but we hope you will appreciate that these improvements will enhance the hall and make it a warmer brighter place for you to enjoy.

Securing funds for the refurbishment of the hall is time consuming and in this period of cut backs etc, we have been up against stiff competition from other village halls and organisations when applying for grants.  Helping the committee with the grant applications and costing for the refurbishment project is Andrew Sedgewick who lives in the village and who has offered his time and expertise.  We are very grateful and say thank you to Andrew for all the hard work he has done.  Thanks also to Nicky Smith who guided us through the maze of grants that we could apply for.  Thanks also to our many volunteers who have helped with our fundraising events by supporting us and providing cakes, prizes, preparing and cleaning up after events and all their cheerful hard work.

The work however continues as we are now applying for more grants so that Phase 2 of the refurbishment can begin.  This includes putting in a new staircase leading to the balcony, changing the configuration of the kitchen and a new doorway in the rear storage area.

Please continue to support us in our fundraising and we appeal to local organisations and user groups for donations or to organise an event to help us achieve completion of Phase 2.
